Matters outstanding from the last meeting
Councillor Sizeland declared an interest in one of the CCTV quotes and it was agreed that this be decided at a Full Council meeting.
It was agreed that further information be sought from specialist ventilation engineers regarding the Main Hall.

High Peak Borough Council have confirmed that they would have no objection to a defibrillator being placed on the side wall of 47/49 Market Street.  The Chairman of the Committee advised that permission has been granted for a defibrillator on REMs and therefore this would be a duplication given the close proximity.

It was agreed that the money earmarked for this should be offered to the Amenities Committee to provide a defibrillator in the Memorial Park near to the bowling green.

The Clerk to seek further information regarding the ventilation of the Mail Hall.

The Assistant Clerk to inform the Amenities Committee of the decision regarding a defibrillator.

Annexe Roof

During recent heavy rain the Annexe roof has leaked in two places.  The most probably reason for this is a blocked gully and this will be investigated.
The current access onto the roof is difficult and it was agreed that a window on the side of the balcony in the Main Hall could be converted to a door to allow better access.

RESOLVED:  That the Chairman of the Committee and Clerk be authorised to spend up to £2,000 for a temporary roof repair.

That quotes be sought for a permanent solution to the roof issues.

That the window on the side of the balcony on the Main Hall is converted to an opening door.

5 Year Electrical check

The Clerk reported that an energy company suggested by DALC have undertaken a review of the gas prices for the Town Hall and cannot source a cheaper option due to the Council purchasing its gas through the DCC consortium.
