The Carnival have a programme of family friendly events that run throughout carnival week.

It was agreed that a Chapel Festival could potentially run between the Carnival and Well Dressing to link the two events.

There will be a lot of organisation for a Festival and it was agreed that a one day event could be held in 2022 with a week-long Festival taking place in 2023.

It was agreed that a further meeting of the Communications Committee is held on Wednesday 1 September at 6.45pm to discuss the Festival further to form some firm ideas.  Once the Council has a plan of how they see the events running, local groups and organisation could be invited to a meeting to ask them to buy into the Festival.
