23/435	Election of Chairman
Councillor M Barton proposed and Councillor N Hill seconded that Councillor C Sizeland be elected as Chairman for this meeting only.
RESOLVED: That Councillor C Sizeland be elected as Chairman for this meeting only.


23/436	Public Speaking
There were no members of the public present to speak.


23/437	Minutes of the Town Hall Committee held on

Minutes numbered 23/167 to 23/183 were presented.
RESOLVED: That the Chairman be authorised to sign the minutes as a true and correct record.
23/438	Matters Arising from the Minutes Councillor Young joined the meeting at 10.10am Rent reviews for the Library and 47/49 Market Street
Roberts and Roberts Chartered Surveyors have visited the Library premises and offered advice to the Council on the current lease as it stands.
It was agreed that Roberts and Roberts will be asked to negotiate an increase in the Library rent and report back to the Council on progress.

It was agreed that the Council will have a conversation with the shop tenant at 47/49 Market Street in relation to any increase in the rent and their responsibilities under the terms of the lease and report back to the Committee. Due to a conflict of interest it was agreed that Councillor Hill would engage with the tenant.
The flat lease contains automatic RPI increases, and it was agreed that implementation be deferred until the new kitchen has been agreed.

In respect of all the rent reviews it was agreed that the Full Council should consider amending the other leases to allow for an annual review at RPI or some similar mechanism.
Electrical Installation report

The Clerk advised that quotes are being sought. Replacement windows
It was agreed that the Clerk would investigate if there are grants available and this will also be discussed with the tenant.
Flat kitchen

The Clerk advised that three quotes have been sought. One has been received and a plan has been submitted from the second company and a quote is awaited. The third company have not yet been able to gain access to the property to quote.
It was agreed that the Council would not be looking to pay for appliances other than a gas cooker and hob, but space could be left for the tenant’s appliances.
Town Hall Flat roof replacement
Concertus have advised that once an asbestos survey has been carried out they will be in a position to put the work out to tender.
Derbyshire Building Control Partnership have been appointed as Building Surveyors for the project.
PIB Insurance have confirmed that they will deal direct with Concertus at the relevant time to ensure that the Councils position is protected and relevant insurance is arranged.

First Aid Training

Three quotes have been sought and two prices have been received for a full day first aid course.
PIB Risk Management have quoted £775.00 for up to eight people and Mini First Aid have quoted £60 per person for up to eight people. The third company did not quote.
It was agreed that the first aid course be arranged with Mini First Aid.



Honorary Freeman/Townsmen Boards

A quote of £400 for a new board which would be unfinished has been received from the craftsman who has made the other boards in the Town Hall. It was agreed that this quote is accepted and that a local painter is asked to stain and varnish the board to match the existing.

Annexe ventilation
The Clerk has contacted Concertus who have agreed to give advice on the Annexe ventilation.

23/439	Review of the Councils Risk Register

A review of the Risk Register was undertaken and an updated copy is attached to the minutes.


23/440	To agree grants to be made to local organisations
Councillor Hill left the meeting at 10.45am.

Due to two Councillors who advised they would need to declare an interest in one of the applications it was agreed that this item should be added to the Full Council agenda for February 2023.

23/441	Electricity price notification
ESPO have advised that there will be a rise in electricity costs but that the forward purchasing undertaken via the flexible framework means that the rates will be significantly below those available on the market.


23/442	Quotes from Dorma Doors for repairs to automatic doors

Two quotes have been received for repairs to the automatic doors.
The first quote is for repairs to the key switch mechanism on the external side door at a cost of £463.09 plus VAT.
The second quote is for the internal door into the main hall at a cost of £2,123.47 plus VAT.
RESOLVED:	That an order is placed for the repair to the external side door.

23/443	Bleed Control Kit
Derbyshire Police have offered a bleed control kit which would be fixed to the external wall of the Town Hall.
RESOLVED:	That the offer of the kit is accepted and it is positioned on the external wall that had previously been identified for a defibrillator.

23/444	Motion from Councillor Sizeland – ‘That the Council lags the protruding water pipes that supply the Annexe cold water tap’
RESOLVED:	That the Clerk arrange for the lagging of the water pipes.


23/445	To consider the appointment of a property advisor
The Clerk was asked to contact Concertus to obtain a price to provide advice on legal compliance and the formation of a 5/10 year maintenance plan for the Town Hall building.
